AKC Required Procedure for Submitting Show Applications
All specialty show applications are to be at the AKC six (6) months in advance of the closing of the show’s entries.  They must be prepared as follows:

· Complete the AKC Show Application form (for each show if you are having more than one). It may already be partially filled out based upon the previous year’s show. 

· Complete the Judge Panel form if possible. It is due to AKC before the five (5) month deadline.

· Complete the Bulldog Club of America Parent Club Approval form.

· Make three (3) copies of each of these three (3) forms, in addition to the original. You will keep one set of copies for your files. A copy will be kept by the Division secretary, and a copy will be kept by the National secretary. 

· Mail the packet to your Division secretary with a check in the proper amount (payable to the AKC). She/he will proof the three forms and sign the Parent Club Approval form. The one copy and the originals will be forwarded to the National secretary. It is the National secretary who must mail the packet to the AKC. 

Clubs holding a specialty show in conjunction with an all-breed show must follow the same procedure above.

· The AKC does not recognize a Division Specialty show . . . they are handled the same as a National Specialty show. Therefore the Division secretary should complete the AKC Show Application and the BCA Parent Club Approval form. Make two copies in addition to the original, sign only the parent club approval and forward the packet to the National secretary who will sign the AKC application as the “club officer” . . . again as though it were a National Specialty show. The AKC approval will come to the National secretary, who in turn will forward it to the Division secretary

· According to the BCA Standard Operating Procedures, these clubs are requested to follow the same procedure as the licensed clubs above. If this procedure is not acceptable to the AKC member club, courtesy copies of their show applications are requested to be sent to the Division and National secretaries for information purposes.
